Established by an act of Congress in
1965, ARC is composed of the governors of the 13 Appalachian states and a federal co-chair, who is
appointed by the president. Local participation is provided through multi-county local development
districts.

ARC funds projects that address the four goals identified in the Commission's strategic plan:

1. Increase job opportunities and per capita income in Appalachia to reach parity with the nation.
2. Strengthen the capacity of the people of Appalachia to compete in the global economy.

3. Develop and improve Appalachia's infrastructure to make the Region economically competitive.
4. Build the Appalachian Development Highway System to reduce Appalachia's isolation.

Each year ARC provides funding for several hundred projects in the Appalachian Region, in areas such
as business development, education and job training, telecommunications, infrastructure, community
development, housing, and transportation. These projects create thousands of new jobs; improve
local water and sewer systems; increase school readiness; expand access to health care; assist local
communities with strategic planning; and provide technical and managerial assistance to emerging
businesses.

Kentucky Highlands was built on the basic premise that significant reduction in poverty in the area
could not be achieved without economic growth. This premise led to a double challenge: 1) develop
substantial businesses to produce job opportunities for citizens and 2) to develop or discover
entrepreneurs who could lead the businesses.

With the help of grants from the Office of Economic Opportunity and a contract with the Institute for
New Enterprise Development, KHIC tested a new technique that would locate aspiring entrepreneurs,
choose the most promising and then finance their new business as long as it was located in one of the
target communities and promised to hire unemployed residents. In return for offering hard-to-locate
startup capital and fair financing terms, KHIC would take ownership positions. This process became
known as "development venture capital." Development venture capital investing involves more active
participation with management of the businesses than does traditional venture capital investing.

Kentucky Highlands Investment Corporation makes equity investments and assists businesses in
developing financing packages as small as $500 to investments up to $10,000,000.

Through KY WINS, companies receive funding to assist with the cost of providing workforce training
and assessment services to current as well as potential employees. KY WINS funds are distributed on a
project basis and require a company cash match of 35%. The KCTCS Workforce Solutions staff will
assist companies in developing training plans and applying for KY WINS funding.

Companies may apply individually or as a training network with other companies. The training
networks meet common training needs of business and industry from various sectors of the economy.
The network approach is successful because companies who only need one or two employees trained
are able to join with other companies to obtain cost-effective and timely training. KCTCS Workforce
Solutions staff will assist companies in developing the training networks.

The LCADD’s Revolving Loan Fund (RLF) program, established through a grant from the Economic
Development Administration, U.S. Department of Commerce, was established to provide debt
financing for businesses unable to obtain adequate market financing for projects of economic benefit
to an area. The term "Revolving" relates to the fact that RLF capital is replenished as loans are repaid
and recycled into new loans. These are one-time, direct loans, not revolving lines of credit.

Only businesses with projects located in the LCADD’s 10 county district are eligible for these loans.
These loans must be for the establishment of new businesses, expansion of existing businesses,
creation of employment opportunities, or retention of existing jobs. Such loans may include, but are
not limited to:

9 Purchase of equipment, machinery, and/or fixtures including related costs

9 Business and industrial acquisitions when the loan will keep the business from closing, prevent

the loss of employment opportunities, or provide expanded job opportunities.

9 Business construction, conversion, enlargement, repair, modernization, or development.

The 1823 Jacob Hiestand House on Hwy 210 is one of only 12 German stone houses in the state. The
stone house and detached kitchen were part of a plantation which included a spring house, meat
house, distillery, log servant quarters, barns, and other outbuildings. Although the traditional German
colors of red, blue, and green were used by the Hiestands to trim the house, the floor plan is Scot-lIrish,
demonstrating the cultural assimilation of Germans in a predominately Anglo-Irish setting. The house
is an example of the best houses in the region in the settlement period of Kentucky.

In 1988, the house was threatened by the development of Green River Plaza. The house and cemetery
were moved one-half mile north to its present site and reconstructed.

Allen R. West buried over a dozen soldiers in the family cemetery
on the West farm. The house is now known as the "West-Metcalfe House." A few days before the
battle, Gen. Zollicoffer moved his headquarters to what is now the Brown-Lanier House. The general
died in the battle. This site is on the Historical Register and is being restored.
